ments of restaurants, eating
housesandhotels.NRAIputsthe
pendencyoflicencesatastagger-
ing80%.“Nolessthan80-85%ap-
plications have been pending
sinceApril,” theassociationsays,
adding,“Weareconcernedifsuch
a tremendous backlog can be
clearedovernexttwomonths.”
A prominent restaurateur,

whodoesn’twant to be named,

said, “It’s ironic that getting an
arms licence in Delhi is easier
than getting an eating house li-
cence.” Not even one restaurant
openedinthelast4-6monthshas
gotalicence,headded.
OP Mishra, Joint CP

(Licensing), said, “All thework is
doneontheunifiedportalonline.
There’s no delay from our side
sincewe process such applica-
tions daily. The problem arises
whenrestaurantsdon’tsubmitall
the files/documentswe ask for.
Wehavetosendbacksuchappli-
cations and they have to file it
again.We look for all permits,
DPCCclearance, firepermitsand
other paperwork.Wehave even
been sympathetic towards
restaurantsduringthepandemic
withthelicencessincetheirbusi-
nesseswere suffering.We only
askforallpermitsanddocuments
to be in place to avoid anyprob-
lems in the future. Dueprocess-
ingisdoneandalicenceisgiven.”
But restaurateurs say ever

since the system has become
completelydigital,ithasbecome
morecomplicated.“Now,thereis

no interface or an officialwhom
wecanmeetregardingpendency
of our applications or to answer
queries physically,” said another
prominent restaurateur, who
claimshisthreeapplicationshave
beenpendingforsixmonths.

Mahendru was arrested by

the ED in September and is one
of the 15 people named in the
CBIFIRinthecase.TheEDhasal-
legedthatMahendruwasoneof
the kingpinswho defeated the
policy’s objectives, andwas al-
legedly involved inbribery.
Mahendru’s lawyers told

Special JudgeNKNagpal thathis
employeeswere called for ques-
tioningeveryday,andthat“halfof
themhadresignedastheEDwas
“using tremendous force”. The
employeeswereaskedtojointhe
investigation earlymorning at
shortnotice, theyalleged. “Every
day, frommidnight to1amthey
are letoff. Therearewomenem-
ployeesalso.Theyarebeingforced
tobehere.Firstthingtheydo,they
take you to the cell and say they
will book you here,” alleged
Mahendru’slawyerincourt.
“They are in the doldrums.

Twentypeopleinthelowerstaff

werecalledandforcedtomakea
statement. The agency calls
other employees by making
phone calls from their phones.
They call directlywithout sum-
mons,”he furtheralleged.
“Which procedure says ‘call

people during midnight’?”
Mahendru’s counsel asked.
“Iwillcallforthecelllocation.

Tillmidnightwhethertheywere
thereornot.Doitinalegalman-
ner, not in amanner like this,”
the judgewarnedtheED.
Thejudgeadded,“Doitinafair

manner.Ifthereisphysicaltorture,
Iwillcall forCCTVfootage.”
SpecialPublicProsecutorNK

Matta,appearingfortheED,told
the court that the agency fol-
lowedproperprocedureduring
questioning. “Summons are is-
sued.Higherauthorities’permis-
sion is taken. There is no entry
like that,”hesaid.

wouldfileanapplicationnaming
EDofficersresponsiblefortheal-
legedunprofessionalbehaviour.

Nitikawasheadinghome from
collegewhenshewasallegedly
kidnapped. The next day, her
family received a call, claiming
that a man had shot her and
dumpedher body.
Based on a tip-off, a search

wasconductedathishouseand

Nitika’s bodywas recovered. It
was wrapped in a black bag
with a wound on her head.
Threemen —Yashu,Vineetand
Sunil — were eventually ar-
restedandsentencedto life im-
prisonment in 2020.
For her family, Nitika was

going to be the first graduate.
She wanted to study more,
build a house for her parents
andbecomea teacher.
They said they are trying to

submit an appeal in the apex
court to look at the case.

“Wewill file an appeal and
challenge the HC order. My
daughter was kidnapped, tor-
tured andkilled. Themencan’t
be roaming free. We have al-
ready lost everything. I am
readytoselleverythingbutwill
keep fighting the case,” said
Vijender. After Nitika’s death,
herfamilyshiftedfromMundka
toWest Delhi, and her parents,
who were farmers, left their
jobs.
They have two daughters

and a son who works in the

property consultingbusiness.
The family’s lawyer, Sunil

Gupta, told The Indian Express,
“They have suffered a lot... the
father’s mental and physical
health has deteriorated. After
seeing theHighCourt order, he
asked me to file an appeal be-
foretheSC.Wewill seewhat le-
gal aid can be offered to the
family. When I speak to
Vijender,hekeepssaying, ‘vakil
sahab, kuch karo. kuch karo’. I
will takeactionasper legalpro-
cedure.”

electricity subsidy application
window till November 15. The
applicantswhoopt-inforthesub-
sidybyNovember15canavailof
the benefit fromOctober 1 on-
wards itself,” a statement issued
bythegovernmentsaid.
There are 58 lakh electricity

consumersinDelhi,outofwhich

of electricity. Thosewhouseup
to 400 units get a 50% subsidy,
capped at Rs 850.
